SERIES BIG IDEA:
Believing that Jesus the Messiah is the Son of God and King of all is the beginning of new life in Him.

TEACHING BIG IDEA:
The King is calling me to be a part of His royal family and join His Kingdom mission.

And Jesus said to them, “Follow me, and | will make you become fishers of men.”
Mark 1:17 (ESV)

The call to follow Jesus is a call to join Jesus' mission.

And as he passed by, he saw Levi the son of Alphaeus sitting at the tax booth, and he said to him, “Follow me.” And he rose and followed him.
Mark 2:14 (ESV)

BAnd he went up on the mountain and called to him those whom he desired, and they came to him. *And he appointed twelve (whom he
also named apostles) so that they might be with him and he might send them out to preach and have authority to cast out demons. *He
appointed the twelve: Simon (to whom he gave the name Peter); 7James the son of Zebedee and John the brother of James (to whom he
gave the name Boanerges, that is, Sons of Thunder); ®Andrew, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and Thomas, and James the son
of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus, and Simon the Zealot, “and Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him.

Mark 3:13-19 (ESV)

It's not, “What can | do with Jesus?"”
It's, “What can Jesus do with me?"”

STAnd his mother and his brothers came, and standing outside they sent to him and called him. *?And a crowd was sitting around him, and
they said to him, “Your mother and your brothers are outside, seeking you.” ¥And he answered them, “Who are my mother and my brothers?”
34And looking about at those who sat around him, he said, “Here are my mother and my brothers! >>For whoever does the will of God, he is my
brother and sister and mother.”

Mark 3:31-35 (ESV)

Jesus sees the people in His Kingdom as His family.

“The sower sows the word. *And these are the ones along the path, where the word is sown: when they hear, Satan immediately comes
and takes away the word that is sown in them. ®And these are the ones sown on rocky ground: the ones who, when they hear the word,
immediately receive it with joy. ”And they have no root in themselves, but endure for a while; then, when tribulation or persecution arises
on account of the word, immediately they fall away. ®And others are the ones sown among thorns. They are those who hear the word, ®but
the cares of the world and the deceitfulness of riches and the desires for other things enter in and choke the word, and it proves unfruitful.
20But those that were sown on the good soil are the ones who hear the word and accept it and bear fruit, thirtyfold and sixtyfold and a
hundredfold.”

Mark 4:14-20 (ESV)

The King's family are those who hear God's message, accept God's truth, and share Jesus' story with others.

“Teacher, do you not care that we are perishing?” 39 And he awoke and rebuked the wind and said to the sea, “Peace! Be still!"” And the wind
ceased, and there was a great calm. 40 He said to them, “Why are you so afraid? Have you still no faith?” 41 And they were filled with great
fear and said to one another, “Who then is this, that even the wind and the sea obey him?”

Mark 4:38-41 (ESV)
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Jesus is the King of all creation.

*Night and day among the tombs and on the mountains he was always crying out and cutting himself with stones. °And when he saw Jesus
from afar, he ran and fell down before him...

PAnd he did not permit him but said to him, “Go home to your friends and tell them how much the Lord has done for you, and how he has had
mercy on you.” °And he went away and began to proclaim in the Decapolis how much Jesus had done for him, and everyone marveled.
Mark 5:5-6; 19-20 (ESV)

The King is calling those who are in fear or forgotten.

2?Then came one of the rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by name, and seeing him, he fell at his feet ?>and implored him earnestly, saying, “My
little daughter is at the point of death. Come and lay your hands on her, so that she may be made well and live.” ?*And he went with him...

3But the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came in fear and trembling and fell down before him and told him the whole truth.
34And he said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace, and be healed of your disease.”
Mark 5:22-24; 33-34 (ESV)

The King is calling those who are hopeless and helpless.

No one is disqualified from being in King Jesus' family.
