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TEACHING SUMMARY:
God is generous, and His desire is for us to excel in the 
grace of giving and for us to experience the joy that 
comes from giving. All throughout scripture, there is a 
principle that people experience God’s joy when they do 
what is right, wise, and what honors God. This is evident 
in the Old and New Testaments. 

True joy is experienced when we fully depend on God. 
Being fully dependent is a mindset with practical action. 
However, there are some mindsets that hinder this joy: 
the Scarcity Mindset, the Cynical Mindset, and the 
Entitlement Mindset. 

The Apostle Paul’s words in  2 Corinthians 9:6-9  
reinforces that generosity is the expression of our  
dependence, gratitutde, and willful desire to trust God in 
all things. 

Out of this mindset and action, we honor God and 
experience His joy. A cheerful giver is loved by God and 
blessed abundantly.
