TEACHING SUMMARY:

We do not like the idea of surrendering. To surrender
means to submit to the authority of someone else and
lose control. We fight against those we don't want to
have control over us.

To surrender is to lose, but to surrender to Jesus is

to win. God can do amazing things with a life fully
surrendered to Jesus as Lord. Luke shares how God
did amazing things in Stephen’s life. Stephen had an
unshakeable faith because he was fully surrendered
to Jesus as His Lord. God did amazing things in Saul's
life. Saul fully surrendered to Jesus as Lord. Jesus
transformed Saul of Tarsus—the murderer—into the
Apostle who would take the gospel of Jesus to the
Greek-speaking world. By the way, Saul would never
utilize violence again to accomplish God's purpose. He
would teach people about the amazing love of God in
Christ Jesus.

God can do the same in us when we fully surrender
to Him. But He can only transform and bless what is
surrendered to Him. What do you need to surrender?
