TEACHING SUMMARY:
The book of Acts is Luke’s second volume that describes 
what Jesus continued to do and teach as the Holy Spirit 
empowered the church to accomplish Jesus’ mission to 
establish the Kingdom of God.

As the disciples of Jesus were witnesses of who Jesus 
was and what Jesus did, God used their message and 
their actions to reach into all cultures of humanity. Luke 
describes how the church reached outside of the Jewish 
culture into Asia Minor, Africa, and the rest of the 
Gentile (non-Jewish) world. 

As the disciples of Jesus fully obeyed Jesus as Lord and 
trusted the Holy Spirit to empower them, God added 
to their number daily. God used persecution to create 
the first mult-ethnic church body in the ancient city of 
Antioch. 

Yes, that church was messy and had its flaws, but it’s 
proof that the Holy Spirit guides and empowers us to 
expand God’s kingdom by making disciples, regardless 
of how messy our lives are.
